As a paramedic, you are the 

critical link between the patient and the hospital,  

providing care that can affect a patient, long  

after your work is done.

Paramedic AAS or Certificate 
 

Students who attend our paramedic program 

may achieve either a 2-year Paramedic AAS   

or a 1-year Paramedic certificate. Either will  

prepare a student to take the NYS DOH  

Paramedic certification exams.  
 

The AAS… 
 

THE FIRST YEAR follows the normal academic 

calendar. Students will complete their general 

education requirements including Anatomy  

and Physiology 1 & 2, English, Math and other 

Liberal Arts and Science courses.   
 

A NYS EMT certification course is available  

during the first semester. Students must  

be certified as a NYS EMT with some  

experience, before the paramedic year begins.   
 

THE SECOND YEAR is a 12 month commitment, 

focused entirely on paramedic education. Lecture 

and lab are 2 days a week and follow the normal 

academic calendar. Hospital and field rotations 

extend through the summer. In August, qualified 

students will take their NYS certification exams.
